Initiative Started to Create a State-Wide Employer Internship Directory

Two lowa based organizations are partnering to create a state-wide employer internship
directory. The lowa Association of Business and Industry Foundation and the lowa
Association for Internships and Cooperative Education recognized the need to identify
employers offering internships in the state of lowa.

To be included in the directory, employers submit their information in a survey taking 1-
2 minutes to complete. Questions the employers answer include: Company
name/address; name/contact information of person responsible for coordinating
internships; how many interns the company has per year; a company website; and how
established the internship program is at the company.

“Collecting this information is valuable to the lowa Association for Internships and
Cooperative Education because it allows us to connect with a group of employers who
see value in the same type of learning and workforce training as our group,” says Kari
Lammer, the current IAICE President. IAICE is a group of employers and college
career professionals who look to internship opportunities to grow the future workforce.

Wade Den Hartog, ABI Foundation Development Director says, “Many of our members
are strategizing about how to retain young people in the state and prepare them for
work at their companies. Connecting these employers in a statewide network will be a
valuable resource for lowa’s future workforce.”

If the campaign to build the directory is successful, both groups see this contributing to
the growing and enhancing internship programs in the state of lowa and connecting
employers, universities, and the next generation of lowa’s workforce.
